ALMATY MOUNTAIN CLUSTER:
A LANDMARK DESTINATION
ON THE EAMR CROSS-BORDER
MOUNTAIN ITINERARY

Yerzhan Yerkinbayev, Deputy
Minister of Tourism and Sports
of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
opened the plenary session. In
his remarks on the priority di-
rections of Kazakhstan's tourism
development, he noted that
the national development plan
until 2029 includes three tourist
destinations with the highest
potential for attracting foreign
tourists, including the Almaty
Mountain Cluster.

The cluster would integrate the
Shymbulak and Oi-Qaragai re-
sorts through a system of gon-
dola lifts that will connect the
major gorges of Kim-Asar, Bu-
takovka, and Kotyrbulak around
Almaty into a single tourist zone.
In winter, tourists will have ac-
cess to 150 km of ski slopes, and
in summer, more than 100 km
of hiking trails. “The implemen-
tation of the Almaty Mountain
Cluster concept will allow us

to reach Olympic standards”
believes Rinat Abdrakhmanov,
General Director of the Shym-
bulak Mountain Resort.

“The Almaty cluster can become
a center of attraction for
tourists from all over Eurasia.
Kazakhstani and international
companies with experience
in building and managing
mountain resorts are ready to
participate in the project, but
the leading role of the state
is important here to bring all
interested parties together.”

According to Dmitry Matyas,

after which annual tourist traffic
in this cluster zone should grow
to 900,000 people.”

Sergey Khvorostyany, Deputy
General Director for interna-
tional relations and tourism

of the Sochi mountain resort,
shared the experience of
creating the Sochi mountain
cluster and the successful
implementation of a unified ski
pass across the region's resorts.
He also presented a new resort
called Turyev Khutor that is to
expand the cluster profile with
over 60 km of ski runs, along
with an advanced spa infra-
structure.

Irakli Burchuladze, Director
General of the Mountain Trails
Agency (MTA) under the Minis-
try of Economy and Sustainable
Development of Georgia, called
building a mountain cluster

a task of national significance.
“In Georgia, the state is in
charge of projects to create
capital-intensive mountain
tourism infrastructure. The
Minister of Economy personally
oversees the construction of ski
lifts.
